ORDER CALLING CONFIRMATION, DIRECTORS, BONDS, AND OPERATION
AND MAINTENANCE TAX ELECTION

RECITALS

Fort Bend County Municipal Utility District No. 252 (“District”) was hetetofote duly created
by otdet of the act of the 88" Texas Legislature, Regular Session, effective June 13, 2023, (House Bill
No. 5333), codified as Chapter 7975A, Texas Special disttict Local Laws Code and the initial directors
of the District have met and organized and have qualified to setve as ditectots of the District by
making the sworn statement, taking the oath, and making the bond tequired by law.

The District was created under the authority of Article XVI, Section 59, and Atrticle ITI, Section
52, of the Texas Constitution and Chapters 49 and 54, Texas Water Code, and has all of the purposes
and powers described therein.

It is now necessary to call an election in accordance with Section 49.102, Texas Water Code,
for the purpose of confirming the creation and establishment of the District and for the putpose of
the election of five permanent directors thereof.

As required by Section 49.106, Texas Water Code, thete has been filed in the office of the
District open to inspection by the public, an engineet’s repott, and any supplemental lettets or
amendments, covering the land, improvements, facilities, plants, equipment, and appliances to be
purchased or constructed and their estimated cost, together with maps, plats, profiles and data fully
showing and explaining the report (“Engineering Report”), and the Engineering Report has been
carefully considered by the Board of Directors of the District (“Boatrd”).

The Board finds that the estimate of probable costs of the design, construction, putchase, and
acquisition of a waterworks system, sanitary sewer system, and/ot drainage and storm sewet system
and additions thereto, and incidental expenses connected with such improvements, as desctibed in the
Engineering Repott, is reasonable and proper. Therefore the Board desites to call an election for the
purpose of submitting a proposition on the issuance of the bonds of the Disttict for the provision of
a waterworks system, sanitary sewer system, and/or a drainage and storm sewer system, and for the
purpose of the issuance of bonds of the District to refund such bonds, in the maximum aggregate
principal amount of $596,400,000 and the levy of taxes in payment of such bonds.

As required by Section 49.4645(b), Texas Water Code, thete has been filed in the office of the
District for review by the public a park plan covering the land, improvements, facilities, and equipment
to be purchased or constructed and their estimated cost, together with maps, plats, drawings, and data
fully showing and explaining the park plan (“Patk Plan”).

In accordance with Section 49.465, Texas Water Code, the Board finds that the size and
location of the recreational facilities described in the Park Plan have been established in consideration
of municipal or county recreational facilities, whether existing ot proposed, if any, that setve or will
serve the area in which the District is located.

The Boatd finds that the estimate of probable costs of the design, consttuction, putchase, and
acquisition of recreational facilities and additions thereto, and incidental expenses connected with such



facilities, as desctibed in the Park Plan, is reasonable and propet. Thetefote, the Boatd desites to call
an election for the purpose of submitting a proposition on the issuance of the bonds of the District
for the provision of recreational facilities, and for the putpose of the issuance of bonds of the District
to refund such bonds, in the maximum aggregate principal amount of $72,600,000 and the levy of
taxes in payment of such bonds.

Section 7975A.0303, Texas special Disttict Local Laws Code, authotizes the District to issue
bonds for road facilities.

Article III, Section 52(b) of the Texas Constitution requites approval of bonds by a two-thirds
majotity of the voting qualified voters of a district exetcising road powets.

The Board finds that the estimate of probable costs for the design, consttuction, putchase,
and acquisition of road facilities and additions theteto, and incidental expenses connected with such
improvements, as described in the Engineering Repott, is reasonable and propet. Thetefore, the Board
desires to call an election for the purpose of submitting a proposition on the issuance of bonds of the
District for the provision of road facilities, and for the putpose of the issuance of bonds of the District
to tefund such bonds, in the maximum aggregate principal amount of $265,200,000 and the levy of
taxes in payment of such bonds.

Section 49.107, Texas Water Code, provides that the District may levy and collect a tax for
operation and maintenance purposes after such tax is approved by a majotity of the electors voting in
an election held for that purpose.

The Board is of the opinion that an election should be held for the purpose of submitting a
proposition on the levy of an operation and maintenance tax for facilities authorized by Article XVT,
Section 59 of the Texas Constitution.

The Board is of the opinion that an election should be held for the putpose of submitting a
proposition on the levy of an operation and maintenance tax for facilities authorized by Article 1T,
Section 52 of the Texas Constitution.

The Board wishes to proceed with the ordeting of said elections.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF Fort
Bend County Municipal Utility District No. 252 THAT:

Section 1: The matters and facts set out in the recitals of this Otder are hereby found and
declared to be true and complete.

Section 2: The Engineering Report and the Park Plan, together with the estimates of costs
described therein, are hereby approved.

Section 3: An election shall be held on November 7, 2023, at which there shall be
submitted the questions of the confirmation of the Disttict, the election of permanent ditectors, the
issuance of bonds and refunding bonds and the levy of taxes in payment of the bonds, and the levy
of operation and maintenance taxes.



Section 4: The following propositions shall be submitted to the resident electors of the
District:

PROPOSITION A

Section 6: The District currently estimates that if all of the bonds desctibed in
Propositions B, C, and D, as described in Section 4 above, wete approved, and all of the bonds
proposed herein were authorized and issued, based on market conditions at the time of this Otder,

the District’s ad valorem debt setvice tax rate would increase to $1.50 per $100 of assessed valuation
within the District.

The market conditions desctibed herein are based on information available to the District on the date
of adoption of this Order and take into consideration many factots, which are not subject to ot within
the control of the District, including but not limited to prevailing interest rates, the capital
improvement needs of the District and the costs of such improvements, the development of property
within the District, the assessed valuation of taxable property within the District, statutory ot
regulatory requirements and changes affecting the District, general economic conditions, including



residential and commercial development market conditions, and othet conditions affecting the sale of
bonds by the District. The Disttict makes no representation ot covenant that any market conditions
will remain unchanged after the date of this Order. The estimate made under this Section is not part
of any proposition to be submitted to the voters and should not be construed to limit, amend or
otherwise modify the express language of Propositions B, C, and D described in Section 4 above, or
to create a contract with the voters relative to the terms upon which the bonds may be issued ot the
tax rate that may be levied by the District in payment of such bonds.

Section 7: The aggregate amount of the outstanding principal of the District’s bonds
secured by ad valorem taxes as of the date of this Order is $0.

Section 8: The aggregate amount of the outstanding intetest on the District’s bonds
secured by ad valorem taxes as of the date of this Order is $0.

Section 9: The debt service tax rate for the District as of the date of this Otder is $0 pet
$100 valuation of taxable propetty.

Section 10:  In addition to any other measures, propositions, ot offices to be voted on, the
ballots used in the election for the directors shall have the names of five appointed directors and five
blank spaces for write-in votes, as follows:

Section 11: Written applications for a place on the ballot for the office of director shall be
filed at the office of the Secretary of the Board, ot authotized agent, by 5:00 p.m. on August 21, 2023.

Section 12: A written declaration of a petson’s intention to be a wtite-in candidate on the
ballot for the office of director shall be filed at the office of the Secretary of the Board, or his
authorized agent, by 5:00 p.m. on August 24, 2023.

Section 13: The boundaries of the Disttict are hereby established as and shall constitute
one election precinct for the election.



Section 14:  The District will enter into an interlocal agreement with Fort Bend County
(“County”), by which the County will conduct the election and provide other election setvices on
behalf of the District.

Section 15: The Election Officer of the County shall appoint the presiding judge, cletks,
and members of the eatly voting ballot boatd for the election.

Section 16: Early voting by personal appearance will be conducted at locations identified
by the County, as shown on Exhibit A attached hereto, and which may be updated subsequent to the
adoption of this Order, as additional early voting locations are identified by the County.

Texas Constitution not to exceed One Dollat and fifty cents ($1.50) pet $100 assessed
valuation on the terms and conditions desctibed in Proposition E voted in the election,
and

(vii)  the Board shall be authotized to levy and collect an opetation and maintenance tax for
road facilities authotized by Atticle III, Section 52, of the Texas Constitution not to
exceed twenty-five cents ($0.25) per $100 of assessed valuation on the terms and
conditions described in Proposition F voted in the election.

In the event the elections result against any of the propositions submitted, the Board shall be
authorized to act on the terms and conditions of the propositions approved at the elections.

Section 19:  The Board’s President and Sectetaty, ot their authorized agent, and the
attorneys for the District are authorized and directed to take any action necessary or convenient to
catry out the provisions of this Orde.

Section 20: It is hereby found that the meeting at which this Order has been considered
and adopted is open to the public, as required by law, and that written notice of the time, place, and
subject matter of said meeting, and of the proposed adoption of this Order, was given as required by
Chapter 551, Texas Government Code, and Section 49.063, Texas Water Code.
